The plot area is shown in the Drawings section. The foundation works and the structural frame up to the Ground Floor slab level have already been completed. However, the First Floor construction has not yet commenced. The site has remained abandoned for over two (2) years; therefore, certain masonry wall defects, deterioration, or remedial works may be anticipated.

The remaining scope of work includes:
a. Completion of Ground Floor grey structure (wherever incomplete)
b. Construction of First Floor on the existing Ground Floor slab, including complete grey structure and all finishing works, in all respects
c. Construction of the complete boundary wall around the plot with main gate
d. Execution of all external development works within the plot premises

In addition, all electrical, plumbing, sewerage, and networking works shall be executed.

All works shall be carried out in accordance with the drawings, technical specifications, and relevant standards.
