Sewage Disposal

AIOU’s Sewage Collection System
Description:
1. The sewage solid and liquid waste is carried away through pipelines spread throughout the university building. These pipes carry this sewage material to a sewage treatment plant to separate solid and liquid through the process of chemicals.
2. At AIOU, sewage is treated in two phases. In phase I, the solid waste is removed, and the sewage sludge is used for watering Olive and the Botanical Garden.
3. In Phase II, after removal of solid waste bacterial decomposition is done and the treated water is used for car washing, washing of campus pathways and other cleaning activities.
4. The bioremediated water is also utilized for irrigation purposes for different plants and flowers grown in parks managed by AIOU.
5. The AIOU buildings have extensive sewage disposal system consisting of sewage collection ducts and underground septic tanks that are drained into the main Sewage Disposal System.
6. The AIOU department has a duty to cleanse and maintain these sewage lines to ensure that the area that they serve is effectively drained. There is also a duty to make provision for the emptying of those sewers, normally through sewage treatment works, or where appropriate, through discharges direct to watercourses.
