Challenges of Media Globalization in Developing Countries written by Abida Eijaz who is working as Assistant Professor in Institute of Communication Studies, University of Punjab Lahore. The article deals with the issue of Media Globalization in a broader perspective. The article specifically addresses the challenges posed by Globalized in the milieu of implicit functions of media in developing countries.

Effects of third wave of Revolution on Pakistani Society written by Dr. Shamim zaidi and Kasim Sharif who are faculty members in Fatima Jinnah Woman University, Rawalpindi, Pakistan explains that the third wave of revolution is changing the lives of the people and in what areas it has affected the audiences.
Impact Assessment of  Western films on Teenagers and  The Question of Cultural Promotion in African society written by Bello Semiu who is  a lecturer at the Department of Mass Communication, Crescent University Abeokuta, Ogun State examines the impact of western films on teenagers in African society. The study explored that the youth have been affected by exposure to western films to such an extent that rather than promoting African cultures, they have become hardened acolytes and promoters of western cultures thus the teenagers in Nigerian society creating gap to the native cultures. 
Non-formal Education: Perception of Rural Women on the Impact of Mass Media on their Social, Economic and Political Development authored by Mudasiru Olalere Yusuf, Florence Olutunu Daramola and Alice Arinlade Jekayinfa teachers of University of Ilorin, Ilorin Nigeria examins the perception of rural women on the impact of mass media (radio, television, and newspapers) on their social, economic, and social development. Findings revealed that the majority of the women in the rural areas had access to the three media effecting their social, economic, political development. 
Concept of Information Economy and its implication for Bangladesh by Tanveer Ahmad and Akhtar Jahan. Tanveer Ahmad  faculty members of the Department of Mass Communication and Journalism,University of Rajshahi, , Bangladesh  explain the information economy needs to formulate appropriate strategies and plans analyses. The article highlight that for a developing country like Bangladesh this challenge requires awareness, time, financial resource allocation and political commitment to codify and execute necessary rules, laws and policies. The article suggests that Bangladesh must guard against the idea that information economy and information and communication technologies (ICTs) are the panacea to all of country's development problems. 
9/11 in British and Pakistani press: A Comparative study with regard to myths and realities of hegemony and propaganda by Muhammad Ali who is Assistant Professor in Forman Christian College Lahore employing content analysis – both qualitative and quantitative – the empirical findings reveals that Pakistani and British press relied on the same sources of information but their overall outlook was different. The Pakistani press though consumed information from primary definers – the powers-that-be across the world, particularly US officials' war statements – yet the emphasis of its coverage was anti-war in stark contrast to the British press' outlook that was pro-war.
