ASSIGNMENT No: 2
(Project)

It should be written in clear, concise, and correct English. It should have 2000 to 3000 words. Your assignment will be evaluated in terms of originality of research process (including selection of documentary), English language mechanics, and clarity of ideas.  
You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. Your tutor will assign different topics to different students during your classes.
Option No. 1:
Listen carefully to any recently released documentary (published by a standard channel such as BBC, National Geographic, or CNN) of three-hour duration. When you are done with the documentary, select the first 100 minutes and phonemically transcribe it manually (by hand). You can repeat and rewind the documentary video in order to understand each and every word of your selected documentary.   

Now, based on this practice of understanding all words and phrases used in the documentary, answer the following question: 

Discuss the role of ‘phonemic transcription’ in fully comprehending the English audio text. How does transcription help in learning English pronunciation, meaning? Provide examples from your selected documentary to illustrate your points.

Submit your findings in the form of a project report along with your manual transcription of the audio text. Don’t forget to mention your documentary and its website/link to it on the first page of your report.
-OR-
Option No. 2:
Listen carefully to any recently released documentary (published by a standard channel such as BBC, National Geographic, or CNN) of three-hour duration. When you are done with the documentary, select the first 10 (ten) minutes and phonetically transcribe it manually (by hand). You can repeat and rewind the documentary video in order to understand each and every word of your selected documentary.   

Now, based on this practice of understanding all words and phrases used in the documentary, answer the following question: 

Discuss the difference between ‘phonemic’ and ‘phonetic’ transcription to fully comprehend the English audio text. How does ‘phonetic’ transcription help in learning English pronunciation? Provide examples from your selected documentary to illustrate your points.
