ASSIGNMENT No. 2

This assignment is a research project. You will be required to select a topic from the ones given below, conduct research, and prepare a brief report on your findings in the given area. You will submit your research report to the tutor within the scheduled period and present the report in the 2nd Assignment Presentation Workshop, which will be held soon after the classes. The schedule/plan of the presentation workshop will be communicated by the tutor concerned or the Regional Director concerned.
