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Course Brief

Unit no. 6 is specific to buildings and covers the Aesthetic identity of Building Design and the Aesthetic effect of architectural work.
Unit no. 7 consists of the details of architectural experience and encounters with the buildings.

The architects and planners can play a vital role in enhancing the visual experience of the built environment. 
Unit no. 8 includes the emotional effect of design and highlights the user experience in buildings and tourist experience in public and commercial buildings.
Unit no. 9 deals with public awareness and participation regarding visual pollution in the environment

This course would therefore serve to raise awareness on important aspects of environmental

aesthetics to acquire a visually pleasing built environment and to conserve natural beauty.
