You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. Your tutor will assign different topics to different students during your classes.

Option No. 1:

Samuel Taylor Coleridge’s Role as a Literary Critic:

Discuss Samuel Taylor Coleridge’s contributions to literary criticism, particularly his views on imagination, the nature of poetic creation, and the relationship between form and content in poetry and answer the following questions:

 How did Coleridge’s critical writings, such as Biographia Literaria, challenge or advance the literary theories of his time? 
Explore his concept of the "suspension of disbelief" and its relevance to understanding poetic experience. 
In what ways did Coleridge’s philosophical ideas influence his critical approach, and how have his theories shaped the development of modern literary criticism? 
Use specific examples from his critical works and his poetry to support your analysis.

Option No. 2:

William Wordsworth’s Critical Views on Poetry and the Poet’s Role:

Read about Wordsworth’s critical ideas as expressed in his Preface to Lyrical Ballads and other writings and answer the following questions:

How does Wordsworth define the nature of poetry and the role of the poet? 
Discuss his belief in the importance of simplicity, natural language, and the emotional power of poetry. 
How does Wordsworth’s critique of contemporary poetry, particularly the neoclassical tradition, reflect his Romantic ideals? 
Analyze how his critical views on poetry align with or challenge the broader philosophical and aesthetic movements of his time. 
Use specific examples from his poetry and critical essays to illustrate the key elements of his critical philosophy.
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
