ASSIGNMENT No: 2
(Project)
The second assignment is a project. You are required to study the relevant area, conduct your research, and prepare a report on your findings as per the given instructions. You will have to submit one copy of the report to your tutor within the scheduled time. The written report should have an introduction, body, and conclusion. It should be written in clear, concise, and correct English. It should have 2000 to 3000 words. Your assignment will be evaluated in terms of originality of research process (including selection of documentary), English language mechanics, and clarity of ideas.  
You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. Your tutor will assign different topics to different students during your classes.
Option No. 1:
Listen carefully to any recently released documentary (published by a standard channel such as BBC, National Geographic, or CNN) of three-hour duration (180 minutes) and note down nouns used in the documentary. Enlist these nouns in your report and explain WHAT type(s) of nouns these are and HOW these nouns are stressed in your selected documentary, and WHY.
Now, based on your understanding of the STRESS used for the nouns in the documentary, answer the following question: 
Discuss the patterns of stress for nouns in English phonology. How does stress impact the pronunciation, meaning, and grammatical structure of words? Provide examples from your selected documentary to illustrate your points.
Submit your findings in the form of a project report. Don’t forget to mention your documentary and website/link to it on the first page of your report.

Option No. 2:
Phonological Variation and L1 Influence: Pakistan is a linguistically diverse country where learners speak languages such as Kashmiri, Urdu, Pashto, Punjabi, Sindhi, and others.
Based on your experiences as a student and teacher, select two English phonemes that are commonly problematic for Pakistani ESL learners (e.g., /θ/ vs /t/ or /v/ vs /w/). Analyze how these phonemes are realized by speakers of at least two different L1 backgrounds. Discuss the phonological reasons behind these substitutions and propose context-appropriate teaching strategies by creating lesson plans for 10-15 weeks.
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
