This assignment is based on a research-oriented activity. The students are required to conduct a research study and prepare a brief report on their findings. You are advised to consult literature to find out the mechanics of writing a formal research report. In case of any difficulty, you may ask your concerned resource person /tutor for guidance. 
You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. 
Conduct an experimental study to examine the effect of interactive digital flashcards on improving vocabulary acquisition among primary-level students. Select a homogeneous sample and divide it into an experimental group and a control group.

Administer a pretest to both groups, then apply the treatment by teaching the experimental group through interactive flashcards while the control group is taught using traditional methods. After the treatment, conduct a posttest for both groups.

Compare pretest and posttest results to determine the effectiveness of the treatment and draw conclusions based on the findings.

OR
Evaluate the English textbook at the Higher Secondary level (Grade 12) with a focus on critical thinking and communication skills development. Use a relevant learning taxonomy (e.g., Bloom’s Taxonomy) as the criterion. Analyze how the textbook supports higher-order skills such as analysis, interpretation, and evaluation. Present and interpret the data to identify strengths and weaknesses. Finally, conclude and suggest recommendations based on the findings.
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
