Peter Roach is one of the pioneers in English phonetics and phonology. Peter Roach studied Classics at the Priory Grammar School for Boys, Shrewsbury. At Oxford University, Brasenose College, 1962–1966, he took Classical Honour Moderations before graduating in psychology and philosophy--PPP. He studied teaching English overseas at Manchester University, then went on to University College London to take a postgraduate course in phonetics. Later, while a lecturer at the University of Reading, he completed a PhD, which was awarded in 1978.

From 1968 to 1978, he was Lecturer in Phonetics at the University of Reading, UK, and for the academic year 1975–1976 was Profesor Encargado de Curso in the Department of English at the University of Seville, Spain, on leave from Reading University. He moved to the University of Leeds in 1978, initially as Senior Lecturer in Phonetics. Subsequently, after moving to the Department of Psychology, he was appointed Professor of Cognitive Psychology. He returned to the University of Reading in 1994 as Professor of Phonetics, later becoming head of the School of Linguistics and Applied Language Studies.

He developed many innovative ideas for the study of English language sounds and, finally, retired in 2004 with the title of Emeritus Professor of Phonetics.

(Project)
The second assignment is a project. You are required to study the relevant area, conduct your research, and prepare a report on your findings as per the given instructions. You will have to submit one copy of the report to your tutor within the scheduled time. The written report should have an introduction, body, and conclusion. It should be written in clear, concise, and correct English. It should have 2000 to 3000 words. Your assignment will be evaluated in terms of originality of research process (including selection of documentary), English language mechanics, and clarity of ideas.
You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. Your tutor will assign different topics to different students during your classes.
Option No. 1:
Listen carefully to any recently released documentary (published by a standard channel such as BBC, National Geographic, or CNN) of three-hour duration (180 minutes) and note down nouns and pronouns used in the documentary. Enlist these nouns in your report and explain WHAT type(s) of nouns and pronouns these are and HOW these are stressed in your selected documentary, and WHY.

Now, based on your understanding of the STRESS used for the nouns in the documentary, answer the following question: 

Discuss the patterns of stress for nouns in English phonology. How does stress impact the pronunciation, meaning, and grammatical structure of words? Provide examples from your selected documentary to illustrate your points.

Option No. 2:
Connected Speech in Pakistani English Usage:
Features such as assimilation, elision, and linking are central to natural spoken English but are often under-taught. Specifically, in the Pakistani ESL classroom, we do not teach these aspects of connected speech.
