ASSIGNMENT No: 2
(Project)
The second assignment is a project. You are required to study the relevant area, conduct your research, and prepare a report on your findings as per the given instructions. You will have to submit one copy of the report to your tutor within the scheduled time. The written report should have an introduction, body, and conclusion. It should be written in clear, concise, and correct English. It should have 2000 to 3000 words. Your assignment will be evaluated in terms of originality of research process (including selection of documentary for Option-1), English language mechanics, and clarity of ideas.  
You will prepare your project on any ONE of the following topics. Your tutor will assign different topics to different students during your classes.
Option No. 1:
LISTEN carefully to any recently released documentary (published by a standard channel such as BBC, National Geographic, or CNN) of two-hour duration (120 minutes) and NOTE down various types of ‘Verb Phrases (VPs)’ as used in the documentary, for example, VPs having the structure of helpingV-MainV (v+V).
ENLIST these various types of VPs in your report and DRAW tree diagrams to describe each one of these types of VPs as used in your selected documentary.
Now, based on your understanding of the ‘VPs’ as part of English syntax, answer the following question:
How many possible structures of VPs are found in the selected documentary? 
Submit your findings in the form of a project report. Don’t forget to mention your documentary and website/link to it on the first page of your report.

Option No. 2:
Code-Switching and Syntactic Structure:
As you might have seen in your student life or teaching career, in Pakistani classrooms, students frequently engage in code-switching between English and languages such as Urdu, Sindhi, Punjabi, Pashto, or other local languages.

Based on your experiences, collect 10–15 examples of naturally occurring code-switched sentences (e.g., from classroom interaction or informal conversation). Analyze their syntactic structure using concepts such as phrase structure, constituency, and word order. Do these mixed sentences follow English syntax, L1 syntax, or a hybrid system? Discuss implications for teaching English sentence structure in your English classroom.
Submit your findings in the form of a project report.
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
