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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed at analyzing the effect of collaborative learning technique (syndicate activity) on the motivation level of secondary school students in public sector of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. The objectives of the study were; (i) To analyze the effect syndicate activity on the motivation level of the students; (ii) To find out whether the subject indicators of motivation are developed at the same degree by the collaborative learning technique.
This was a case study in nature therefore a group of thirty four students of Government High School No. 1, Nowshera Kalan were taken as sample. Data was collected through a structured and three rating observation log for looking at the improvement in motivation level of the students. It was composed of six motivation indicators; presence, preparation, listening, asking questions, comments, and taking turn. The researcher observed the improvement in motivation level of the students in 5.34 hours (eight classes) over a period of two weeks. The researcher, in this study, analyzed the qualitative data through “typological analysis” method.  Le Compte and Preissle (1993) say that “it is essentially a classificatory process wherein data are put into groups, subsets or categories on the basis of some clear criterion. The major findings were; Collaborative learning technique (syndicate activity) had positive effect on sub-scales of students’ motivation. Four sub-scales of motivation; preparation, listening and taking turn was improved in excellent manner, “presence” was improved in satisfactory degree while “comments” and “asking questions” were negatively affected.
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
