GENERAL INFORMATION

The certificates/degrees of AIOU are equivalent to any
other recognized Board/University.

A candidate is required to send complete admission
form along with attested copies of all educational and
experience certificates to Department as mentioned in
the prospectus before or on the closing date.

If an applicant of post-graduate/research level
programme does not receive any information regarding
admission within three months from submission of
application, he/she should presume non-selected.

A course taken by any student cannot be change during
the semester. However, in real hardship cases, the change
in courses will be allowed within fifteen days after receipt
of books and deposit of prescribed fee.
