ALLAMA IQBAL OPEN UNIVERSITY

Allama Igbal Open University, a mega university was
established in 1974 under an Act of Parliament. The main
campus of the university is situated in sector H-8, Islamabad.
It was the second open university of the world and the first
of its kind in Asia and Africa. The aim of establishing AIOU
was to provide affordable and accessible education through
distance learning at the door-steps to those people who could
not continue their education journey through formal system
of education.

The courses of BBA 4 year
programme are aimed at developing an understanding of the
ways in which individuals and groups behave in relation to
an organization. It also focuses on the way organizations

shape individual action. The specialized courses of BBA 4
year Programme to enable the students to develop an
understanding of particular kind of organizations and to
learn different skills appropriate for managerial and
administrative tasks associated with these organizations.

It is designed to enable students to develop knowledge and
skills appropriate for them to effectively manage their own
activities. At Department of Business Administration, AIOU
a blend of theory and practical knowledge is applied in this
programme.

Objectives:

The Business Administration programme of AIOU is

designed to achieve the following objectives:

consist of 128 credit hours. The minimum period required

for its completion will be 4 years.
