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ALLAMA IQBAL OPEN UNIVERSITY

Allama Igbal Open University, a mega university was established in
1974 under an Act of Parliament. The main campus of the university is
situated in sector H-8, Islamabad. It was the second open university of
the world and the first of its kind in Asia and Africa. The aim of
establishing AIOU was to provide affordable and accessible education
through distance learning at the door-steps to those people who could
not continue their education journey through formal system of
education. The University (AIOU) operates on semester system and
admits students in Autumn and Spring semesters. Undergraduate
admissions are offered in both the semesters whereas postgraduates are
offered once a year. The enrolled students are given course books
specially prepared by the university on self-instructional principles.
However, at post graduate level reprints of foreign books alongwith
allied material and university prepared study guides help students to
polish their skills.

At present, the AIOU is offering programmes from Matric to PhD level
in diverse disciplines comprised of four faculties. The university has
established study centres across the country where distance education
students are provided necessary guidance by their respective tutors.

FACULTY OF SCIENCES

Faculty of Sciences forms an important and integral part of the
university.

It now
comprises nine teaching and research departments which are offering
courses at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels to more than ten
thousand students. The Faculty operates under the basic guidelines of
the University Act and on “Education for All as Convenient” basis so
that maximum students get benefit from its academic programmes and
educational facilities. This principle has necessitated some structural
changes in the non- formal mode, particularly at the postgraduate level,
in the offering of theory courses and practical lab work. This conceptual
adjustment has been quite successful and many of its in-service students
are benefiting from the postgraduate study programmes. Improvement
in qualifications for a better life is a right of everyone and the Faculty’s
programmes meet this challenge by offering opportunities to all. In
particular, a significant number of beneficiaries are those who cannot
afford education in formal institutions due to a variety of reasons.



Realizing the importance of science education and growing needs of the
Faculty of Sciences, the University has completed a building, the
Research Complex, at a cost of Rs 35 million. The Research Complex
now accommodates departments of Agricultural Sciences, Biology,
Chemistry, Environmental Sciences, Home & Health Sciences,
Mathematics, Statistics and Physics. These departments are running a
variety of postgraduate technical, scientific and professional
programmes successfully. The Research Complex also has a Computer
Lab with Internet and On-line Library Facility for literature survey,
Seminar Room, Lecture Hall and Library. In addition, there are many
labs for practical work, teaching and research, and instrumentation labs
for analysis. The University is developing these labs through its own
resources. The Faculty of Sciences is fortunate to have Prof. Dr. Zia Ul-
Qayyum as the University’s Vice-chancellor, who has given personal
attention to the development of the Faculty of Sciences by providing
generous amount of funds and valuable guidance.

Two Model labs have been developed in the Research Complex with
the assistance of the Higher Education Commission to meet the training
needs of science teachers. This development is significant for training
of teachers since under the new educational policy four-year BS
programme has started in undergraduate educational institutions.

More than fifty highly qualified full-time faculty members are on the
roll of the Faculty of Sciences. Their role in the planning, designing and
development of courses to meet student’s needs is vital. Faculty
members also engage in imparting and supervising of instructions so
that high standards are maintained. In addition, highly qualified and
experienced professors are also engaged on contractual basis or as part
time instructors for postgraduate study programmes. The Faculty is also

offering academic positions under the tenure-track system to attract the
best minds in scientific and technological fields.

Research is an integral part of the postgraduate study programmes
leading to MSc, MPhil and PhD degrees in Agricultural Sciences,
Chemistry, Computer Sciences, Environmental Design, Health &
Nutritional Sciences, Physics, Mathematics and Statistics. Rules and
regulations governing the postgraduate study programmes are those
approved by the Higher Education Commission(HEC).

The Faculty has launched BS programme in Chemistry and
Microbiology from semester Spring 2009. The four-year BS programme
is structured according to the recent policies of the Higher Education
Commission for the improvement of the standard of education so as to
bring it at par with the international standards.

f) Assessment:
e Assignments
There are two assignments. The main purpose of assignments is to
test the students’ comprehension of the syllabus of the course
and the modules/Units available on the web portal. The
students can have access to these modules after getting
enrolled in the course. They receive a password from the
university that helps them to study the units and notes and
learn French on their own. The assignments are designed in such
a way as to help the students to concentrate mainly on the course
material available on the Internet and exploit their personal
experience.

The students are therefore advised to take the assignments
seriously. A simple omission on their part may cause
considerable loss to them, which can be avoided by
exercising proper care. The students may note that they will
not be allowed to appear in the final examination if they do



not submit both the assignments within due date and obtain
atleast 50% aggregate marks in the assignments.

e Mid - Term Exam

After completing the first five modules/Units there will be a mid —
term exam Failing to appear in the exam or getting less than 50%
marks means that you are not eligible to appear in the final exam
and will have to get admission again in the course.

e Final Exam

The university will inform you about the final exam. The
university will allot you a roll number and the examination center.
If you are absent or if you fail in the final exam you will have to
take admission again in the course .

e Face to Face Classes

Face to Face classes are arranged for each module/Unit.

During the Face to Face classes students will practice
pronunciation and conversation skills through role-play,
sketches, etc. Students will be given specific task to complete.
Students’ participation would be meaningful and productive
only if they do the assigned tasks effectively and study the
modules/Units before coming to attend the classes.
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Teachers are appointed by the Department at the start of each
semester. The name and address of the teacher and the study
centers for conducting the face to face classes will be sent to
you before the beginning of the course. The students are divided
into different groups. The groups, timings and days for the
classes, study centers and the teacher allotted to the group
cannot be changed.

e Instructional System

Learning a foreign language is not an easy job especially when
you are a beginner. Lots of efforts are needed on the part of the
student. But “Vouloir ¢’est Pouvoir” (Where there is a will there
is a way). So you have to plan your schedule right from the
beginning. Make sure that you spend enough time to learn the
lessons. Before starting your study period you will receive your
password and the schedule for the face to face classes. There are
9 modules/Units and 9 classes (apart from the introductory
session and the midterm exam). When you get your password,
you will be able to have access to the lessons available on the
web portal. Now you have one or two weeks to prepare one
lesson. Before coming to your next class, make sure that you
learn the lesson well. You have to come to the class well prepared
because your teacher is not going to give you a lecture but he/she
will help you utilize whatever you have already learned. But if
you have some particular problem regarding pronunciation,
grammar etc. you can definitely ask your teacher.
