Allama Iqbal Open University, a mega university was 

established in 1974 under an Act of Parliament. The main 

campus of the university is situated in sector H-8, 

Islamabad. It was the second open university of the world 

and the first of its kind in Asia and Africa. The aim of 

establishing AIOU was to provide affordable and 

accessible education through distance learning at the door-

steps to those people who could not continue their 

educational journey through formal system of education. 

The University (AIOU) operates on semester based system 

and admits students in Spring and Autumn semesters.

DEPARTMENT OF EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

The Department of Elementary Teacher Education was 

established in 2003. In April 2008, the name of Elementary 

Teacher Education Department was changed as Early Childhood 

Education and Elementary Teacher Education Department. The 

Early Childhood Education and Elementary Teacher Education 

Department offers ADE, PGD in ECE, BEd, MEd, MPhil and 

PhD programs. It also offers ‘Education’ as subject at Matric, 

Intermediate and Graduate level. Early Childhood Education and 

Elementary Teacher Education Department is one of the largest 

departments of this institution in terms of its enrollment of 

students and the number of courses offered by this department.  

 

Educational Planning, Policy Studies & Leadership (EPPSL) 
The department was established in 1976 and was renamed as 

EPPS in 2008. It offers programs in educational planning and 

management. These programs are aimed at producing a cadre of 

professionals for the educational institutions and organizations in 

the country. Programs of EPPSL include postgraduate diplomas, 

MPhil and PhD (MS/MPhil based). The courses of these 

programs are attained to the field requirements of target 

personnel in the areas of educational planning and management.  

 

Secondary Teacher Education  

The Department of Teacher Education was established in 1985 

and was bifurcated into Secondary and Elementary Teacher 

Education Departments in July 2003. Its programs aim at 

imparting academic and professional knowledge and training to 

in-service and pre-service teachers and scholars.  
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Science Education  
The Department of Science Education was established in 1988. 
The programs and courses of the department are mainly focused 
on education and training of science teachers. Presently, the 
department offers specialized courses in science at BEd, MA, 
MEd, MPhil and PhD level. Specialization courses provide 
conceptual framework and in-depth insight into the teaching of 
science, effectively.   
 

Special Education  
The department was established in 1985. The department imparts 
education and training to teachers for the special children in four 
specializations namely visual impairment, hearing impairment, 
physical disabilities and mental retardation with particular 
emphasis to facilitate mainstreaming of special children. Parents 
of the special children are also admitted to these programs.

Early childhood education (from 3 to 5 years) is crucial for the 

development of life-long learning. This program has been 

designed to help youth understand the concepts related to 

entrepreneurship and, Early Childhood Education and 

Development. It is aimed to provide him/her with skills to run an 

Early Childhood Development (ECD) center effectively. The 

purpose of this program is to enhance skills and knowledge of 

participants for working with young children (age group 3-5 

years); provide participants the exposure to child-centered 

interactive learning methodologies, assessment tools and daily 

lesson content, enabling them to create conducive physical and 

psychological environment and to involve parents and 

communities in children’s learning. The program also assists to 

enhance the knowledge of the students about ECE national 

curriculum to understand the process of achieving the objectives 

of teaching young children in ECD centers, using effective 

activities; and develop their understanding of the importance of 

family, particularly parents' involvement and to learn different 

ways to ensure parents’ participation in the learning process of 

their children. The program also gives an orientation to students 

about cross cutting themes such as child rights, child protection, 

corporal punishment, inclusive education, child health and 

nutrition.   

 The courses are helpful to enhance knowledge and skills of 

the students about entrepreneurship in education. The courses are 

aimed at developing the attitude and skills of students about 

initiating and sustaining educational change within society using 

the entrepreneurial principles.  It is helpful to understand the 

process of achieving the objectives of teaching-learning process 

in educational institutions through effective activities; and 

develop their understanding of the importance of stakeholder’s 

role in education.  

 The program will use an interactive approach involving the 

use of study guides, assignments, workshops, examination and 

presentations, preparation of action plan and business plan in 

workshops.

(One-Semester) 

 

1.  Introduction 

Organic kitchen gardening is a super hobby to do. It has 

many physical and psychological health benefits. 

Organic kitchen gardening is a type of gardening in 

which vegetable plants are grown organically for getting 

healthy, fresh and cheap food near the kitchen. The food 

from the kitchen garden is organic and healthier as 

compared to that which is bought from the market. 

 

This course will take students through the process of 

creating an edible garden: apartment, balconies or pots, 

small or large backyards, or a plot in a community 

garden. 

 

2.  Aim 

This certificate course has been designed to enable the 

learner to gain skills in organic vegetable crop 

production, harvesting, post-harvest handling of 

important vegetable crops, crop protection measures and 

to overcome postharvest losses of vegetables. After 

completing this certificate course, learners will have the 

opportunity to grow vegetables at home and to reduce 

their kitchen expenses.  

 

3.  Objectives 

1. Enable families especially women/housewives and 

retired persons to grow healthy vegetables for their 

own dietary requirement as well as income 

generation. 

 

2. Provide technical facilitation to beneficiaries for 

kitchen gardening 

 

3. A way to pesticide and chemical free nutritious 

vegetables. 

 

3. Duration 

The minimum duration of certificate course in Organic 

Kitchen Gardening would be 1 semester. 

 

4. Eligibility 

Applicants having matriculation would be eligible to 

apply. 

 

5. Medium of Instructions 

The medium of instruction will be in Urdu. 

 

6. Mode of Study 

The mode of study will be open distance learning. 
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7.  Fee Structure 

Fee will be charged as per AIOU rules. 

 

8. Assignments/Field Reports 
Students will submit two compulsory assignments of 

course to their tutors as per schedule, who will return the 

same after marking and providing necessary academic 

guidance.
