ALLAMA IQBAL OPEN UNIVERSITY

Allama Igbal Open University, a mega university was
established in 1974 under an Act of Parliament. The main
campus of the university is situated in sector H-8, Islamabad. It
was the second open university of the world and the first of its
kind in Asia and Africa. The aim of establishing AIOU was to
provide affordable and accessible education through distance
learning at the door-steps to those people who could not
continue their education journey through formal system of
education. The University (AIOU) operates on semester system
and admits students in Autumn and Spring semesters. Under
graduate admissions are offered in both the semesters where-as
post graduates are offered once a year. The enrolled students are
given course books specially prepared by the university on self-
instructional principles. However, at post graduate level reprints
of foreign books alongwith allied material and university
prepared study guides help students to polish their skills.

At present, the AIOU is offering programmes from Matric to
PhD level in diverse disciplines comprised of four faculties. The
university has established study centres across the country
where distance education students are provided necessary
guidance by their respective tutors. Moreover, the university has
established full-time study centres wherein the students of MBA

through face-to-face education. AIOU is also offering four years
under-graduate degrees.

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FACULTY OF SCIENCES

The Faculty of Sciences forms an integral part of the university.
Since its establishment in 1982 with five teaching departments, it
has undergone major development changes. It now comprises nine
teaching and research departments which are offering courses at
the undergraduate and postgraduate levels to more than ten
thousand students. The faculty operates under the basic guidelines
of the University Act and on an “Education for All as Convenient”
basis so that maximum students get benefit from its academic
programs and educational facilities.

All the departments (Agricultural Sciences, Biology,
Environmental Sciences, Chemistry, Nutritional Sciences and
Environmental  Design, Computer  Science,  Physics,
Mathematics, Statistics & Engineering & Technology) of The
Faculty of Sciences are running a variety of postgraduate
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technical, scientific, and professional programs successfully. The
departments are equipped with computer labs for practical work,
teaching, research, and instrumentation labs for analysis. The
University is developing these labs through its resources. The
Faculty of Sciences is thankful to the Vice-Chancellor for giving
personal attention to the development of the Faculty of Sciences
by providing generous amounts of funds and valuable guidance.

Around 80 highly qualified full-time faculty members are in the
role of the Faculty of Sciences. Their role in the planning,
designing and development of different courses, to meet
students’ needs, is vital.

The Department of Agricultural Sciences (DAS) is making
earnest efforts aiming at supplementing, supporting and re-
enforcing extension services and offering agriculture related
programmes at different levels.

REGULATIONS FOR REFUND OF ADMISSION FEE

The Applicant/candidate/student who have submitted
his/her fee for Admissions but do not wish to continue
and applied for refund of fee before the start of his/her
study period as per Academic Calendar available on
the AIOU website corresponding to his/her respective
semester i.e Autumn or Spring, the fees will be
refunded after the deduction @ 10% of the total fee.

The Applicant/Candidate who was not eligible but
deposited the fee for admission and applied for refund
within one year from the date of fee deposit, the fee
shall be refunded after deduction @15% of total fee.

The student who has deposited his/her fee in excess of
due fee that total excess amount shall be refunded or
adjusted as the case may be.
